I agree that I will not use alcohol, tobacco or the recreational use of drugs while a student at Africa Nazarene University. [ will avoid
questionable places of entertainment which distract from moral and spiritual development and which encourage a lifestyle contrary to
the Christian life style desired of students of Africa Nazarene University. Iagree further not to watch movies, television programmes,
or videos which display scenes of explicit sex or contain inappropriate language such as obscene words or which use the Lord’s name
in vain.

Tunderstand that behaviour such as gambling, bribery, occult practices, overtly teaching non-Christian values in any form, reading
obscene or pornographic material, engaging in sexual practices, which are unacceptable or questionable in Christian life style, is not
permitted to students or staff at Africa Nazarene University.
